Additional walking directions:
When you are standing at the front left corner of the lot (marked stake next to the Electric Box & Fire hydrant), you are going to want to walk straight in along the right hand side of that draw.  You will follow that approximately 120+ steps.  When it starts getting steep towards the rear, you should be able to look up and see the Pink marker (tied to stake & around a large nearbye tree).  You are basically in a draw which is simply buffer land at this point.  Take a right and you will see a large hill that flattens off at top straight ahead.  Head up, and when you get there you will be in the building site knoll.  If you look across and to the rear, you should see an easily identifiable string of Pink Ribbon.  Walk over that way and that line of ribbon should point back 30 yards or so directly at the rear right Marker, also flagged with Pink Ribbon, including a few surround trees/bushes for easier visual identification.  Anyway, once you are up on the knoll, which is very open – you should be able to get a perfect idea of the building site options.  When exiting I suggest simply walking straight down the center of the knoll to street.  Hope this helps.
